Correspondence Study of Sin

Many will go and water down the topic of sin.  Many do not see it as being important to follow or study.  The reality of all of this is that sin is real!  Sin is topic that needs to be taught.  Sin doesn’t need to looked at as being secondary focus.  It needs to be our primary focus.   Just look in the world today for a moment.  As we look at all the many dangers that are out there they are coated as being fine and okay.  Many give into these temptations for various reasons!  As nice as it may seem that living in sin is okay and great the consequences of those choices are eternal (II Corinthians 5:9-11).


As Paul mentions all have sinned and all have fallen short of God’s glory (Romans 3:23).  The consequences of living in sin are us being disqualified from entering into heaven (Romans 6:23).  However God has given us the hope and promise of eternal life.

Now you may be asking about sin and just wanting to know what it is.  Sin is transgressing (or disobeying) the doctrine (law) for us to be following.  Consider what John says in II John verse 9 that sin is going against the doctrine of God.  God has given us his law and commands of obedience and demands us to follow or else!  Sin separates us from God and when we sin we no longer have Jesus or God as the hope and promise of life for us.


Think about the example of Adam and Eve in Genesis 2:16-17 God gave his law to Adam in the Garden of Eden.  You can go throughout the garden and eat of the fruit in the garden except for the tree of knowledge of good and evil. If you eat of it you have transgressed my law and there will be consequences.  What happened to Adam and Eve?  As we continue to look in Genesis 3:15-24 they were kicked out of the garden and no longer could enjoy those things which God made.  They suffered pain and sorrow and had to labor and work for their means of living.  As we look here, God gave direct commands and it wasn’t heard.  They turned their back on God and there were consequences.

God has given us these same warnings.  He is still asking us to obey His will (Matthew 7:21).  If we decide to not here the voice of God and change our life there will be severe and eternal consequences.  We need to ask ourselves a question:  Is a life of luxury and sin worth our soul?  Will we exchange the pleasure of sin for our soul?  Is there a price tag for our soul?


Sin is real!  Sin separates us from God.  We all have sinned (Romans 3:23) why then will we not change our life.  We will not enter heaven the way we are (Ephesians 4:17-24).  We must put off the old man that is sinful and corrupt and change our ways into a new man that is built through the righteousness of God and that comes through obeying God’s will!


Sin has been sugar coated as being a great life!  But in reality it isn’t!  Satan is roaring lion (I Peter 5:8) and is out on the prey to get everyone to continue to stumble and fall short of the glory of God.  Satan is persistent in his ways and will do whatever it takes to get one to be enticed and fall prey to sin and its evil works.


Sin is an easy way (Matthew 7:13) that many like to choose.  We all would like to take the easy way out in life.  However, we cannot think that this is the way that God wants and expects from us.  We must be different and turn away from the ways of the world and the pleasures of sin.  We must be different and choose the narrow way.  It may be a more effort but God rewards those who will take that road (Matthew 7:14).
