Basics About Christ


When you recognize the problem of sin – “the wages of sin is death” (Rom. 6:23) – you recognize that there is nothing you can do to save yourself. As all men have sinned (Rom. 3:23), all men face this same problem:  Hopelessness! If that was all we knew from the Bible, man would be hopelessly lost. But, “Thanks be to God for His indescribable gift!” (2 Cor. 9:15). That gift is Jesus Christ!


1) Christ Is God. “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God” (John 1:1). The “Word” is Christ. Christ was not one of God’s creations. Christ possesses all of the attributes of Deity (Col. 2:9). He is one with the Father.


2) Christ Came To Earth.“And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth” (John 1:14). Christ left Heaven and dwelt in bodily form as a man (Phil. 2:6-7). While on the earth, Christ was tempted just as you are, yet, He did not sin (Heb. 4:15); He also fulfilled prophecy, performed many miracles, and taught a great many people.


3) Christ Died For You. “[F]or the Son of Man has come to seek and to save that which was lost” (Luke 19:10). Christ came to be your Savior. God loved the world to such a great extent that He sent His only Son to die for it (John 3:16). Christ was mistreated, beaten, spat on, betrayed, and eventually crucified. He offered Himself as the sacrifice for your sins – so that you could be forgiven of your sins!


4) Christ Is Coming Again. After Christ was crucified, He was buried, raised on the third day, and later ascended into Heaven. However, Christ is coming again! While Christ has announced that He is coming again (John 14:3), He has not said when He is coming again (Matt. 24:36). You must be ready for this day, for, on this day, this world will end and you will be judged (Matt. 25:1-13; 2 Peter 3).


Conclusion. It is only through Christ that you can be saved from your sins! He has done what you could not do for yourself. However, God has still required you to be obedient to Him in order to be saved.
